This competition will run under BRC Rules, anyone in attendance will be bound by the BRC Code of
Conduct. It is important that all competitors are aware of the rules relating to this competition — please
see the current BRC Handbook and also the BRC Rule Amendments and Changes Document which can be
found onthe BRC website. Numbers to qualify as per Appendix 10 are dependenton Appendix 9in the
current BRC Handbook.

If the date of the qualifier is cancelled for any reason and rescheduled within 21 days, the close of pre-
entry will remain. If the qualifier is rescheduled for more than 21 days afterthe original date, entries will
re-open. Late entry fees willnot be refunded. Eligibility is taken fromthe Friday before the qualifier,
regardless of rescheduling. Pre-entries that cannot attend the new date may be issued a credit note but
the Team Manager mustinform the BRC office in writing before the cut-off date which the area will be
informed of upon rescheduling.

Hats

Equine Flu Vaccinations

Your horse must have up to date influenzavaccinations in line with rule G7in the current BRC Handbook.

Please bring your horses’ vaccination certificates/passports with you. If no certificate/passportis
produced on requestit could incur disqualification and it is illegal to travel your horse to a competition
withoutit.

Please do notlinger once you have
finished riding. Test sheetsandrosettescan be posted to nominated riding club representatives orteam
managers. Please ensure these details are included on the entry form.

e Horses mustnot be unattended tied to the outside of vehicles. No haynets to be tied to the
outside of vehicles.



All dogs must be keptona lead at all timesand all fouling must be removed.

Directions of any steward or representative of LDRC must be followed, failure to do so may result
in elimination and / or being asked to leave a class / the show ground. No refund of entry fees
will be made.

The judge’s decision and that of the BRC Official Steward is final. Any objections mustbe made in
accordance with BRC rule G14l.
